Girls for Change is a Memphis action organization for girls ages 13-17 from all backgrounds. We are an organization facilitated by women, but led by girls, so the focus is on what the girls find to be important. 
For 2009, the focus is on Taking Action, Making Change about sexual harassment in local schools. Using data from a survey of nearly 600 girls and boys in public, private and parochial schools, Girls for Change is designing and creating a multi-media campaign that will change the way school officials and students address these behaviors and enforce the law to protect students.
