GIRLS FOR CHANGE             SEXUAL HARASSMENT RESEARCH

SEXUAL HARASSMENT: unwelcome sexual overtures which create what the law calls a hostile environment; actions ranging from sexual rumors to being touched, grabbed, and pinched to being forced into sex. 
WHO:

Nine out of 10 girls experienced sexual harassment at least once at school.

Eight of 10 boys experienced sexual harassment at least once at school.

WHERE:

91 percent of public school students and 85.5 percent of private school students report being sexually harassed at least once in their current school by other students.

Most sexual harassment takes place in classrooms (48 percent), cafeterias (30.5 percent) and phys ed facilities (gym, field, pool, locker room 44.4 percent).

Other places where this happens: Stairwells (27.8 percent); school trips (22.7 percent); transportation (16.2 percent) and restrooms (14.1 percent).

WHAT:


More than 7 in 10 girls said sexual things were said to them at school or their body parts were stared at.

More than 5 in 10 girls had offensive things said about their body or how they looked or were asked out repeatedly even after saying “no.” Almost 5 in 10 girls had sexual remarks made about their gender. Four in 10 girls were cornered, leaned over, stroked, given other unwanted sexual attention or bugged by someone persistently trying to have romantic or sexual relations; Three in 10 were kissed or hugged when they did not want it.
Three in 10 girls were almost forced to have sex at school. Girls forced to have sex: 6 percent

ADULTS WHO HARASSED GIRLS:

Almost 3 of 10 girls said an adult at school had harassed them.
